THE SITE RECORDI:i:G SCHEME

This article has been vri tteo as a result of the Association' a An­
nual General ~eeUng at Queen's Birthday '.leekend vhen site recording fig­
ured procinently in the discussions. A I!Ulllber o~ questions vere a.sked 
about the 3cheme and I hope to answer most o! them here . 

It is no.., four years since Win ?1.tmford 1 s article, "Field Recording 
Scheme" vas puhlished. (lle1.1Sletter v.2 no.4 pp.7-12). In this arti:le she 
gave an historical si.:rvey or the scteme and an out.line or its o=g~aat.ion. 
Since that time the organisation has not changed and appears to vork satis­
factorily. In 1960 -;be Association adopted a new set of f'onls and !. d::.f­
t'erent fi:in;:; systec. The ol~ foolscap !orms vere replaced by the ,::ireEent 
quarto type '.Illich are r.o'il so 'ilell knO\m to field workers. The7 allow rore 
flexibility in recorcine and more syace for site description and other ln­
for.ca tioo :?Ct pro'lic!·-d :'or in ';he sp-=cific categories of tr.e Si ':e .?..ef'e'!"ence 
f'or:n. Al.: the ri::cc::: .'?cl =terial frOl:I ee.ch site - for.::s. maps !L.':C phct.o­
graphs - .:..; COO/ fi:~ in g.n envelope instead o:f loose U preT..ous:._7. 
This preserves the :"orms illUCh better, "'hereas deterioratie1r in t!:e old 
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was moet noticeable, nen by the time that S)'Stem was dropped. 

When the scheme vaa inaugurated in 1958 the country ws divided into 
elnen regiom for site recording, the boundaries folloving tbe lines or 
the N .z .M.S .1 , inch-to-the-mile series maps. Each region waa alloted a 
local file keeper, whoae job it is to process and file all ai te records 
and supJU7 duplicates to central files in Wellington.

Ttre Association's Handbook to Field Recording is still available, al­
though numbers are now low. The cost is 5/- and copies may be obtained 
t"rorn the Central File keeper. I recom.G1end this invaluable booklet to aey­
member interested in site recording. 

One point regarding site recording vhich should be clarified, is the 
use of N .z .M.S .2 (1 :25,000) series maps. These maps are invaluable for use 
in the field and for accurate location of sites. They are not to be used 
hovever 1 as a basis for site rrumbering. Si tea are to be m.mbered according 
to N.Z.M.S .1 (1 :63,360)ser ies, vi.thout reference to the N.Z.M.S.2 series 
map on vhich they happen to occur. 

Similarl,y, grid references are to be given from the N.Z.M,S.1 series 
maps. The N .z .M.S. 2 series has a revised grid vhich is diffa:-ent i'rolll 
that in use when the N.Z.M.S,1 series vas prepared. It is therefore most 
important that grid references should not be quoted t"rom the N.Z.M,S.2 
series as this ldll onl,y cause confusion. 

It is clear that vith the increased amount of field recording, a 
heavY load is being placed on local filekeepers. They must, in many cases 
type out forms, copy maps, distribute forms to field workers and ~de 
them along right lines. The whole site recording scheme depends on them, 
yet they all too often receive no help or consider ation. 

One of' their biggest jobs is typing the site record forms. LuclC.ly 
this is one job which individuals or groups dOillff the recording can ~dp 
with. They should obtain a suppl,y of all for.:is t"rom the local filek-: ' 'Fe!" 
and type out final copies a~er each field day, leaving the site ow:i~~r 
blank for the file keeper to rill in. This system is practised to ':tr:f knOll­
ledge in Auckland and Wellington, where each member of the field group 
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takes it in turn to do the typing. I would like to make a plea for the 
adoption of this pr!!.ctice throughout the country, as I am sure it will re­
sult in a much :nore even distribution of work. 

One vay in llhich local file keepers can help theC?Selves is in making 
it easier to locate individual sites in the files . The envelopes contain 
only the site number and the site type on the outside , and searching the 
file for a particul~ site is often a tice consuming job, unless one kncr"a 
the site number . It is also hard to be sure that a site bas not been 
double recorded ·..i thout, again, searching all the si tea !Llready recorded 
en the map concerned . 

The simplest vay of overcocdng these difficulties is to keep a list 
of grid references and site names. It is also useful to pencil this in­
forlll!l tion on the envelopes . A more complate che~k is to combine this 
system with :naps of the fill.ng area vi th the numbers of all recorded sites 
noted on them. 

INDEXI'OO S !TE RECORD FILES 

M.G. Hitchings 

A start bas been made on indexing the Wellington file so that the in­
formation contained in this already valuable research tool my be made 
more easily accessible. The index also enables the file keeper to avoid 
alloting ne\l numbers to sites already recorded, or to the same site report­
by separate field workers at slightlr different grid references. 

The procedure laid down by the Association is for the reported 1:tater­
ial to be placed in envelopes and filed, first by map munber (U .z .~.S . 1) 
then by site number. Without the aid of an index it is therefore necessary 
to knov the number of a particular site if the records relating to it are 
r equired in the future. 

When the index was being set up in Wellington, it vas felt desirable 
to be able to approach the records not only by site number, but also by 
Grid Reference, Site Type, and Name (if kn=). Thua there are three 
sequences to the index willc~ is on 5" x J" cards . Ideally, each site 
should have at least three c!lrds ; one which leads the enquirer from the 
grid refere!'lCe to the site llUl:lber, another which leads hio from the site 
type to the site nu.:nber, and a third which leads him from the site name to 
its =ber. R0'.1ever , not all sites have names , and in practice this forms 
the smallest se-.ueoce of the index . On the other hand , not all sites are 
simple in type; there may be various features in association with one an­
other, but which do not for:n an entity as defined in the Association's 
Ha.'ldbook to field Recording. A ditch and bank enclosing levelled areas 
situated on a headland, is simply defined as a headland pe. . But karaka 
trees in association with a midden, (fr' pi ts in association with terraces
